Caring Ministry

· The caring ministry that I am in charge of made over 1,000 visits and calls during the year of 2007.  Another class of the caring ministry was held over the summer and graduated eight new caring ministers.  
· I personal make visits each week to 5 people the Pastor has assigned me to.  The number of people under my care continues to grow as I also work with Hospice of Northern New York as a volunteer.  The number I see can vary from 7 –9 a week

· Developed and trained 12 lay persons in the caring ministry. This included an 11 week program meeting one night a week for two hours.  Of the thirteen people that began the program 12 completed.  I have been given the task of organizing this group to go out first to our church community and then to the community at large.
